ÁTS Gordon is still expected to strengthen into a category 1 hurricane today 

before landfall on the northern Gulf Coast tonight/early Wednesday morning

ÁThreats will include strong/damaging winds, coastal flooding and heavy rainfall, 

with the main impacts occurring across areas generally east of I-55

ÁPotential for winds of 70-80 mph mainly across the MS Coast. 40-70 mph for other 

areas generally along/east of I-55, 25-40 mph elsewhere

ÁCoastal inundation of 3 to 5 feet possible along the open coast from Shell Beach across 

the Mississippi Coast with 2 to 4 feet from the mouth of the Mississippi River to Shell 

beach and 1 to 2 feet in the tidal lakes and west of the Mississippi River

ÁRainfall totals of 4-8 inches is possibly mainly along Mississippi coast. Generally 1-3 

inches elsewhere. Higher amounts will be possible wherever rain bands set up and lead 

to prolonged heavier rainfall over specific areas.

ÁTropical Storm Gordon is still forecast to 

continue on a northwesterly track, impacting 

the northern Gulf Coast late tonight through 

Wednesday. 

ÁItõs a strong tropical storm and still forecast to 

become a minimal hurricane before landfall

ÁA Hurricane Warning is remains in effect for 

the Mississippi Coast

ÁA Tropical Storm Warning is in effect for all 

other areas along and east of a line from 

Grand Isle to Denham Springs to McComb

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ÁThe probability of sustained tropical 

storm force winds continues to to 

be high across the northeastern half 

of the forecast area ðespecially 

across the Mississippi Coast

ÁThere is currently greater than an 8

in 10 chance of sustained tropical 

storm force winds for all locations 

from the Pearl River to near the 

AL/FL state line and inland to near 

Hattiesburg

ÁThere is currently less than a 1 in 

10 chance of sustained tropical 

storm force winds for all land 

areas

ÁProbabilities could increase across 

the Mississippi Coast as the storm 

approaches with higher 

probabilities currently just offshore

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ÁThe earliest reasonable onset of 

tropical storm force winds is 

during the mid to late afternoon 

today

ÁHowever, the most likely time for 

onset of tropical storm force 

winds is this evening or tonight

Earliest Reasonable Time of Arrival 
Tropical Storm Gordon
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ÁA Storm Surge Warning is in effect for 

areas from Shell Beach eastward across 

the Mississippi Coast. There is a danger of 

life threatening inundation of 3 to 5 feet in 

the warning area.

ÁA Storm Surge Watch remains in effect 

from the mouth of the Mississippi River 

eastward to Shell Beach. There is a 

possibility of life threatening inundation of 

2 to 4 feet in the watch area.

ÁA coastal Flood advisory is in effect for 

Lakes Pontchartrain and Maurepas. 

Inundation of 1 to 2 feet is possible in the 

Advisory area.

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Á A Flash Flood Watch remains in effect 

for today and Wednesday across all of 

Southeast Louisiana and Southern 

Mississippi

Á 4 to 8 inches of rain is generally 

forecast for areas along/east of a line 

from Gulfport to Hattiesburg with 1 to 

4 inches west of that line

Á There is potential for significantly 

higher amounts where any rain bands 

result in prolonged periods of heavier 

rain over a particular area

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Excessive Rainfall Outlook Valid Wednesday
ÁThere is a slight to moderate 

risk of excessive rainfall/flash 
flooding today and Wednesday,

ÁThe greatest risk will be 
generally along and east of a 
line from Slidell to McComb

ÁPotential Impacts:

ÁHigh rainfall rates could quickly 
lead to street flooding

ÁRises on area rivers

ÁMore widespread flash flooding 
will be possible where any rain 
bands result in prolonged 
periods of heavier rain over a 
given area
